Austin Scarlett v. Wallace H. Campbell and Company, et al

· Parties met to attempt mediation on March 1, 2013 before
Judge Carol Smith (Ret.). No agreement reached.
· Commission attorneys working with the Attorney General’s
Office for advice (including discussions on presenting
Request before the Board of Public Works. Another meeting 
was scheduled for March 7, 2013.
· On March 7, 2013, MCCR met with the OAG to discuss further
the Board of Public Works process. 
· Deposition of Petitioner’s Expert Witness William Murphy
taken on March 13, 2013.
· Deposition of Commission’s Expert Rignald Baldwin taken
on April 11, 2013.
· MCCR met with its Expert several times to prep for the hearing and to discuss legal strategy.
· Commission Supplemented its discovery several times and
responded to several discovery concerns of the Petitioner.
· MCCR agreed to a protective order for specific discovery received
From the Petitioner and a Joint Motion requesting said order.
· Hearing heard on June 17, 2013, before Judge Evelyn Cannon (Ret.). Judge Cannon ruled in favor of MCCR and granted no Attorney Fees to the Petitioner and Granted MCCR Motion for Reconsideration regarding the inclusion of Mr. Hackerman and Claridge Towers as proper parties to the Scarlett’s complaint. 

Robert Reuter v Dept. of Rec. & Parks/Cylburn Arboretum Assoc.
· The City filed a Motion to Dismiss before the Circuit Court challenging jurisdiction and other issues.  The parties agreed at the mediation to extend the response deadline to April 15, 2013.
· The parties held additional mediation conferences on March 11 & 25, 2013 during which the parties spoke with a possible expert Beneficial Designs to conduct an evaluation of the trails at the Arboretum.  We are awaiting an updated proposal from the expert setting forth work parameters and costs.  The next scheduled mediation is May 6, 2013.
· MCCR filed its Response in Opposition to Motion Dismiss filed by the City on April 30, 2013.  City filed its Reply on May 23, 2013. A hearing has yet to be scheduled.   
· Another mediation conference was held on June 5, 2013. The parties agreed on an expert, Adam Steo, Trail Conservation to conduct the assessment of trails at Cylburn.
